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Great News! 

On 6 October a law change was made by the NZ 

Parliament adding EdAid to the list of well-known 

charities named as approved donee organisations 

in Schedule 32 of the Income Tax Act 2007.  The 

change is backdated to the 2008-2009 tax year. 

 

This means that companies can donate up to any 

amount of their nett income on a fully deductible 

basis. 

Individual donors can donate any amount of their 

nett income and they will receive a 33 1/3% 

rebate.  

 

The law change makes no difference to Trusts 

who can continue to make distributions of current 

year income on a tax exempt basis. 

 

We are now sending tax receipts to donors who 

have received acknowledgement letters. You may 

wish to send us the refund.
